We oper-
ate “Coastal Sailing” programs for high school groups of up to 37 students and teachers. Programs focus 
on the biology and geography of the Gulf Islands National Park Reserve near Victoria, BC, and life skills 
training through complete participation in the sailing of our two identical 68’ motor-sailors. 

Bluewater Adventures is an approved provider for the Calgary Board of Education. Many schools from 
Alberta join us every year. High school programs operate in March, April and October. The biology program 
onboard is taught by one of our biologists, with years of experience in education and local knowledge of the 
• ora and fauna. Our licensed, professional Captain instructs the sail training and navigation program. Both 
vessels are certi• ed “passenger vessels” and fully comply with Ministry of Transport – Ship Safety regula-
tions. 

This is a great opportunity for students to learn teamwork, sailing, marine biology, ocean tides & cur-
rents, coastal geography, marine mammals, intertidal life and leadership skills.  The ‘Bluewater Crew’ are 
all teachers by nature, and thoroughly enjoy our experiential school programs. These are active, 4-5 day 
programs - going ashore on remote islands, sea kayaking, and hiking forest trails every day. Trips start from 
Sidney, BC - just 10 minutes from the Victoria Airport or BC Ferry terminal.

Bluewater Adventures’ ‘Queen Charlotte Islands’ adult program was just selected by National Geographic 
Traveler magazine as one of the “50 Best trips in the World.”

Island Roamer is a custom 68-foot ketch, launched in 1983. 
The boat’s design, safety and comfort make her perfect for 
these trips. She features 8 private cabins (double occupancy), 
3 heads with hot showers, a large comfortable lounge with an 
extensive library, and a well-equipped galley. On deck, the 
large covered seating area provides protection in all types of 
weather. ISLAND ROAMER is large enough for comfort, 
privacy and safety, and small enough to create a good rapport 
among passengers and crew. A certi• ed Canadian Ministry 
of Transport passenger vessel, ISLAND ROAMER has all of 
the safety equipment, electronic navigation aids, and features 
you would expect from a vessel of her standard. 

ISLAND ODYSSEY is the sister-ship to ‘Island Roamer’. 
Originally built as a luxurious private yacht in 1984, she 
completed a major renovation in 2003 to update the cabins 
and all safety systems. She features 8 private cabins (dou-
ble occupancy), 3 heads with hot showers and a comfort-
able salon with a natural history library. On deck, the large 
deckhouse provides a comfortable spot to watch for wild-
life. ISLAND ODYSSEY is a certi• ed passenger vessel by 
the Canadian Ministry of Transport. Sailors will love her 
easy roller-ree• ng and performance under sail. Everyone is 
welcome to get involved in the running of the ship.
